Bulky Item Collection

There are some important things you should

know.

This is a special collection of general household items that are too bulky for
normal collection in a clear bag. You are permitted a maximum of two bulky
items. They are to be placed within 10 feet of the road by 7:00am on your
regularly scheduled garbage collection day.

Only residential properties that are three units or less are eligible. In the
Municipality of Colchester apartment buildings (four to six units) and non-
profit organizations that have applied for residential curbside collection are
eligible as well.
