Copy

of the first notice is sent to

abutting Municipalities and

Villages affected by the

document(s).

Note: Public participation

must be complete before

first ad appears.
Council Refuses

60 days maximum

Documents must be approved

or refused within 60 days or they

are deemed approved.

Clerk sends 4 certified copies

to Director for review

30 days maximum

Director must complete the

review within 30 days of

receiving the certified copies.

Director reviews for:

Provincial interest, consistency

with statements of provincial

interest, conflict with the law,

and with subdivision.

Ministerʼs approval required

Written notice from

Director

Ministerʼs approval not required

Written notice from Director -

two copies returned to clerk

Ministerial

Refusal

Approve or approve

with amendments

Two copies returned

to clerk

Clerk gives notice in newspaper - Documents come into effect on the date the notice is published
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
